Register to Vote

Be a friend of democracy! Marion County’s primary election is Tuesday, May 4. If you’re not already registered to vote, the deadline is Monday, April 5. Already registered? You are responsible for updating your registration records if you’ve moved or changed your name. You’ll want to fill out a new form notifying the office of those changes before the deadline to ensure you have a good voting experience on Election Day.

Voter registration forms can be found on-line at www.indy.gov/election or by calling (317) 327-VOTE. Forms must have an original signature and must be submitted to the Voter Registration office located at 200 E. Washington St., Room W-131, Indianapolis, Indiana 46204 by the April 5 deadline.
If you do not live in Marion County, the registration form provides the address to every Clerk’s office across Indiana. However, please note that the April 5 registration deadline only applies to Marion County voters who wish to participate in the primary election.

Poll Worker
Be a friend of democracy! Thousands of registered voters are needed to help work the polls on Election Day in Marion County. In every precinct, there is an Inspector, Judge and Clerk working to process voters throughout the day. 

The Inspector is the boss of the precinct, making sure the location is set up before 6 a.m. and ensuring the polls are running smoothly all day. Clerks use the poll book to check in voters and provide the ballots. Judges check photo IDs and assist voters when necessary. Inspectors must be at the polls for the entire day; Clerks and Judges can work a half day. Poll workers must live in Marion County and be a registered voter. All positions are compensated.
If you would like to be an Inspector, call the Marion County Election Board at (317) 327-VOTE or register at www.indy.gov/election. If you would like to be a Clerk or a Judge, please contact the two major political parties. In Marion County, the number to the Democratic party is (317) 637-3366 and the number to the Republican party (317) 635-8881.

Absentee Voting by Mail
Be a friend of democracy! If you are worried that a work assignment or other event may keep you from the polls on May 4, consider absentee voting. The most common way to do so is by mail.
Before the Election Board can mail you a ballot, you must first complete an application. Applications are available on-line at www.indy.gov/election or by calling (317) 327-VOTE. The absentee application deadline is midnight, Monday, April 26 and a photo ID is not required to vote by mail. Applications postmarked before April 26 but received after this deadline cannot be processed. Once your application is processed, you will receive your ballot, voting instructions and a self-addressed, postage paid envelope to return your ballot. Be sure to read the instructions on the outside of the envelope carefully before returning it to the Election Board office. Ballots must be returned to the office no later than Election Day, Tuesday, May 4. Postmarked ballots received after this deadline cannot be counted.
