Prepare for the Polls

On Tuesday, May 4, Marion County voters will have an opportunity to participate in the primary election. To improve your experience at the polls, be prepared:
· Make sure you are registered to vote. Monday, April 5 is the voter registration deadline for Marion County’s special election. If you have moved or changed your name, you are responsible for updating your voter registration records. Be sure to do so before this deadline.
· Know where to vote. Marion County voters are encouraged to use the polling place locator found at www.indy.gov/election or call (317) 327-VOTE to confirm their polling location. 
· Bring your photo ID to the polls. State law requires all voters to show a valid, government-issued photo ID card before they are permitted to vote. The ID must include an expiration date, be issued by the state of Indiana or federal government and include your photo and name. For information about free IDs, visit www.in.gov/bmv or your local Indiana Bureau of Motor Vehicles branch.
Don’t forget - polls are open for the Marion County primary election from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. on Tuesday, May 4. If you’re not sure you can make it to the polls, consider early voting.
