Register to Vote!

On Tuesday, May 4, Marion County voters have an opportunity to vote in a primary election. Before you can go to the polls, the first step is to register to vote. In order to register:
· you must be a citizen of the United States;
· you will be 18 years of age or older on or before the General election date (November 2, 2010)
· you will need to have been a resident of your precinct for 30 days before the election 
· you must not be currently serving a prison sentence.
The voter registration deadline for the Marion County special election is Monday, April 5. Residents who need to update their registration due to a name or address change or for those who need to register for the first time must do so before this deadline.

Completed voter registration forms must include an original signature and must either be postmarked or received by the Voter Registration office by the deadline. Forms cannot be faxed, emailed or completed over the telephone.
